     A 26 year-old Redondo Beach man was stabbed early this morning 
during the course of a fight.  The man is in critical condition at Harbor 
General Hospital with multiple stab wounds. 
     Officers were dispatched to a call this morning at 3:20 AM, in the 2300 
Block of Clark Ln.  The caller said that there was a fight involving ten 
subjects.  While officers were still enroute another caller dialed 911 to state 
a person had now been stabbed. When officers arrived they found a 26 year-
old Redondo Beach man with numerous stab wounds.  The victim was 
treated by Paramedics and transported to Harbor General Hospital where he 
under went emergency surgery.  The condition of the victim is stable but 
critical at the time of the release.   
     The Redondo Beach Police Department Investigations Division, 
including the Special Investigations Unit, has been working this case since 
the beginning.  Leads have been developed as to the identity of the suspect.
