Rules and Guidelines
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Upon arriving to play, you are required to check in at the office and

present your ID card.
a) Tennis reservations begin and end on the hour.
b) Racquetball reservations begin and end on the half-hour.
¢) Reservations can be made up to 7 days in advance for TENNIS and RACQUETBALL.

Reservations must be booked at least one hour before scheduled closing.

Guests of players may play only once without a card. This includes Round Robin.

If you play more than 15 minutes over your hour, you will be charged for the next hour.

Under no circumstances will players or instructors use foul, loud or slanderous language. This will
result in the immediate termination of any and all privileges of court usage at Alta Vista.

Etiquette and proper attire shall be strictly enforced.

Dark-soled or street shoes are not permitted on the courts.

Food or beverage items are not permitted on the courts.

Rain Checks will be given out only in the event of rain.

Infants/Children not playing tennis will not be allowed on the courts.

Round Robin / Single Challenge Rules
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Play a total of 8 games (no-ad score).

Players may not play more than 8 games, unless no one is waiting.
Players must complete one match prior to signing up for the next match.
Must be 16 years or older to participate.

Please refer to USTA player guide lines for level of play.

General Information for Youth Players
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Resident youth must be under 18 years of age to purchase a youth ID card. Redondo Beach youth
resident must provide proof of residency.

Parents and other guests of resident youth play for free during non-prime time if the reservation is made
under the youth’s ID card and the youth is playing on the court.

Children under 10 must be accompanied by an adult (18 or older) on the tennis court. For racquetball,
youth under the age of 14 they must be supervised by an adult at all times.
