On June 16, 2016 at approximately 4:00 pm the Redondo Beach Police
Department responded to the intersection of Marine Avenue and Inglewood
Avenue regarding a report of two people that had been shot. Officers discovered
one victim deceased at the scene and a second victim with a gunshot wound to
the abdomen. The second victim was transported to the hospital and is expected
to survive.

The Redondo Beach Police Department initiated a homicide investigation into
this incident. As a result of the investigation, Detectives identified Erik Martinez,
19 years of age, as the suspected shooter in this incident.

On June 17, 2016 at approximately 8:00 pm, Detectives conducting field work
relative to this investigation saw Erik Martinez in the area of Daisy Avenue and
10™ Street in the City of Long Beach. Detectives with the the assistance of the
Long Beach Police Department, took Erik Martinez into custody. Erik Martinez is
currently being held at the Redondo Beach jail with a two million dollar bail
